(3) Other dogs.

Open Spaniel Preference will be given to Spaniels that have gained an award or Certificate of Merit
at a Field Trial should the test be oversubscribed.

Novice Retriever and Novice Spaniel Confined to dogs which have not gained a place or
certificate of merit at a Field Trial, been placed First, Second or Third in an Open GWT or Firstin a
Novice GWT held in accordance with Kennel Club Rules and Field Trial Regulations.

Open Hunt, Point and Retrieve Preference will be given to dogs that have gained a place or
Certificate of Merit at a Field Trial, been placed First, Second or Third in an Open GWT, or won a
Novice GWT, should the test be oversubscribed.
