RULE THE
1. TITLE. The Society shall be called the MIDLAND GUNDOG SOCIETY.
2. OBJECTS. To promote and encourage the training of gundogs of all breeds for work in the field. To organise Tests and Field Trials.

3 SUBSCRIPTIONS:

f Single Membership £6 per annum. Joint Membership £8 per annum. Joining fee £5. Junior membership (under 16s) is free. There
shall be no other categories. All subscriptions to become due on January 1%. Any member joining after October 1* shall continue
membership until the following December 31%, i.e. 15 months. Joint membership shall not entitle individual members of a pair to two
separate nominations in Field Trials. If one member later withdraws his/her dog after receiving a nomination, he/she must not
substitute a dog belonging to the other joint member. This Rule to apply also to Fieldwork Tests if these are over-subscribed.

b New applicants and lapsed members who re-apply to join the Socicty may pay their annual subscription cither by cheque or by
Banker’s Order.

¢ [fany member fails to pay his or her dues before March 31, the Commitiee shall have the power to erase his or her name from the list
of members, but if the Committee shall subsequently receive a satisfactory explanation, the member may rejoin upon the payment of
the £5 joining fee.

d  In view of increasing costs, reminders will no longer be sent out to those members whose subscriptions have not been paid by March
31%, the names of such members will, from April 1982, be automatically dropped from the mailing list.

e  Overseas membership £15 per annum, joining fee £8. The member will be responsible for any Bank charges. All fees must be paid in
£ sterling either by cheque or Bankers’ Draft.

4. ELECTION OF MEMBERS: Candidates desiring membership of the Society shall be proposed by one member and seconded by another
for election either by the Committee at their next meeting or by consultation between the Chairman and the Secretary.

5. OFFICERS AND MEMBERS

a  The Society shall consist of: President(s), Chairman, Vice-Chairman, Honorary Secretary, Honorary Treasurer, Honorary Field Trial
Secretary, Honorary Working Test Secretary and a Committee of seven with the option of co-opting three additional members, five to
form a quorum.

b Officers and Committee shall be elected at the Annual General Meeting; they will all retire annually. Current Officers and Committee
must signify to the Secretary that they are willing to stand for re-election (if this is the case) but will require no further sponsorship. In
the event of over-nomination for these Offices a ballot will be held at the Annual General Meeting.

¢ The Secretary, Treasurer, Field Trial and Working Test Secretaries to be awarded annually an honorarium, at the discretion of the
Committee.

d  From March 1984, in view of increasing costs, those Officers and Members of the Committee and sub-Commitiees who travel long
distances to attend meetings and put on Field Trials, Working Tests and Training, should be able to claim petrol expenses at the rate of
30 miles per gallon, attendance at the Annual General Meeting to be excluded.

¢  The General Committee shall have the power to appoint such sub-committees as they deem necessary. The Chairman, Honorary
Secretary and Honorary Treasurer shall be ex-officio members of all sub-committees. Each sub-committee must report to the General
Committee. The management of the Society shall be in the hands of the Committee.

6. ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING: The Annual General Meeting shall be held as soon as possible after the end of the financial year for the
following purposes:-

a To receive the Committee’s Reports and Accounts. To elect Officers and Members of the Committee. To discuss any resolution duly
placed on the Agenda, which must be submitted in writing to the Honorary Secretary not less than 14 days prior to the meeting? No
other business may be discussed.

b Notice convening the Annual General Meeting must be forwarded to every member not less than 21 days prior to the date of the
meeting. The results of any votes shall be described adjectivally.

T SPECIAL GENERAL MEETING: Special General Meetings may be convened at any time for any specific purpose at the request of five
Committee Members or ten other members, by handing to the Honorary Secretary a written requisition duly signed; such meetings to be convened
within 14 days of and held within 21 days from the date of requisition. The objects of the meeting to be notified to every member and the decisions of
such a meeting shall be binding in every respect as if moved at an Annual General Meeting. No other business shall be discussed.

8. EXPULSION OF MEMBERS;
a Any member who shall be suspended under Kennel Club Rule A42j(4) and/or any member whose dog(s) is/are disqualified under
Kennel Club Rule A42j(8) shall ipso facto cease to be a member of the Society for the duration of the suspension and/or
disqualification.

b If the conduct of any member shall, in the opinion of the Committee of the Socicty, be injurious or likely to be injurious to the
character or interests of the Society, the Committee of the Society may, ai a meeting, the notice convening which includes as an object
the consideration of the conduct of the member, determine that a Special General Meeting of the Society shall be called for the purpose
of passing a resolution to expel him/her.

Notice of the Special General Meeting shall be sent to the accused Member, giving particulars of the complaint and advising the place, date

and hour of the meeting, that he/she may attend and offer an explanation. If at the Meeting a resolution to expel is passed by a two-thirds majority of
